
HEAD’S COMMENT:

Foundation Day

Foundation Night will commence at 7:00pm with displays of student work and formalities will begin at 7:30pm.  Students are to sit 
with their House in the allocated areas and parents please sit with their child/children.  As this is a compulsory event for students, they 
are to report to their House Captains to have their name recorded on the attendance sheets. 
 
I will be the Master of Ceremonies for the evening and we will hear from Mr Alex Kanaar (2000 Old Oxleyan), Mr Helmut Schaefer 
(Senior Master and Head of LOTE) and Jamie Smyth-Redpath (Year 12, Monash and winner of the Year 12 Public Speaking  
Competition).  The evening will also include music and drama performances by our students.  I expect the formalities to last for seventy 
five minutes. 
 
Preparing for Foundation Day has been a significant amount of work by a large number of people and I thank the students and staff for 
their efforts.  I particularly thank Mrs Kate Cunich for all her work in overseeing the planning and preparation for Foundation Day.  I am 
looking forward to enjoying a very special day and evening this Friday. 
 
Study Programmes 
Our goal for each Oxley College student is for them to have as many choices as possible when they leave Oxley College.  That will  
only follow through their commitment and hard work.  At the Assembly on Tuesday we congratulated students who worked very hard 
at their academic studies and achieved academic Honours during Term One.

This easy to use  
reference interface allows students to answer their questions from 2,000 full-text magazines, newspapers, books and transcripts plus 
thousands of maps, educator- approved websites and audio/video files. This database is extended to include more than 150 Australian 
and New Zealand newspaper titles, giving greater relevance to Australian curriculums. 

These articles are only available via the Oxley Library subscription and are not available on the open web, such as a Google Search. The 
information has been reviewed to ensure its accuracy, readability and relevancy.  Students are able to access eLibrary Australasia via the 
student intranet and the Library OLIVER home page.
