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Restorative Justice

Mr Stuart Bollom (Deputy Head ~ Pastoral) and the Heads of House have invested time and energy into reviewing our
behaviour management strategies. The outcome is a new behaviour management flow chart that will be discussed with
students in Tutor Groups during the next few weeks. These strategies are based on Restorative Justice.

Restorative Justice is a philosophy. It involves high levels of control (lirsetting, discipline) and support (encouragement,
nurturing). Conflicts in human relationships will occur and the challenge is to have processes that enable the restoratioh o
relationships that result in learning and personal growth for all concerned. Parents and teachers have the opportunity to
develop a positive school environment that enables students to learn from mistakes and still feel positive about themselves
and others. To be effective all involved need to play an active role in Restorative Justice. This can be done in a numbgr o
ways but revolve about these principles.

The principles of Restorative Justice are:

e Foster awareness in the student of how others have been affected.
e Avoid scolding or lecturing.

e Involve the student actively. Instead of simply doling out punishment, which the student is expected to accept
passively, in a Restorative intervention the student is asked to speak and they need to listen to how others have been
affected by their inappropriate behaviour. They help decide how to repair the harm and make a commitment to this.
The student is held accountable.

e Accept ambiguity. Often fault is unclear and people can agree to accept the ambiguous situation.
e Separate the deed from the doer.

e See every serious instance of wrongdoing and conflict as an opportunity for learning.

The use of Affective Questions and Statements are important strategies.

Affective Questions:

1. Focus on the specific behaviours or incident without blaming.

2. Use "relational" questions to draw out who was affected and how they were affected.

3. Direct questions toward problem solving and what needs to happen to "make things right"?
What happened?

How did it happen?

What was your part in it?

Who do you think was affected?

How were they affected?
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How were you affected?
What needs to happen to make things right?
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h. How can this be implemented?
Affective Statements: Reflect on the impact that the behaviour or incident has had on you and others.

Often Restorative Justice is viewed as a behaviour management system that does not contain consequences. This is not
correct. As Mrs Jan Ryan has been writing about in the Parenting Tips, an important part of learning is accepting that weear
accountable for our behaviour and that consequences should accompany inappropriate behaviour. This is not only an
exercise in changing behaviour, but a vital aspect of developing resilience and helping students to be able to cope with
reality. It is an activity that will be of benefit to the development of long term self esteem. It is about being better equpped

to deal with reality and therefore the development and maintenance of sound mental health. Restorative practices assist us
to link behaviour, consequences and the need to focus on restoring and building positive relationships.

All of the above takes time, which is often a scarce resource in a busy school. However, evidence strongly suggests thatetim
invested early on saves in the longrun.

Supervising Children Online

Children need parents and carers to teach them how to make smart choices about who and what they fin
online, to deal with commercial material, safeguard their privacy, to have a positive experience when
meeting people online and how to use their time on the internet effectively.
The types of rules you may have made about how to deal with strangers and what children can watch on television or vid¢o
are also relevant to the internet.

There are some general principles that apply to children in most age groups:

. Involve the family.

. Set some appropriate guidelines for internet use and discuss them with the children you care for.

. Take an interest in the new sites children are finding online and spend time exploring with them. This will help childrgn
retain your values for when you cannot be together.

. Keep in touch with what children are doing online.

. Put the computer with the internet access in a public area of the home, such as the living room, rather than a child's
bedroom or playroom.

. Have family talks about the internet and encourage children to let you know if they come across anything
disturbing.

. With older children, you may choose to discuss the nature of material found on the internet.

Remember that children will have access to the internet not only at home, but also at other places they frequent such fas
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children today for internet access.

By allowing children to make informed decisions about the content they access, and by developing a sense of trust at hon
your children will be in a good position to use the internet in a responsible way when they are away from the hom
environment.
