For the next few weeks, I will be drawing from a text by Dr Michael Carr-Greg called Surviving Year 12. Some of his advice would  
appear contrary to what would seem on the surface to be good sense.  However I find myself nodding in agreement with some of his 
down to earth common sense, not only for Year 12 stress, but for parent and student relations in general. 
Some tips to get the whole family through the year:
