Building work

There was a significant amount of work undertaken during the holidays with some of these projects continuing during this
term. You will notice some of these on your return for the start of semester 2. | would like to thank Mrs Beverley Harris, Mr
Michael Bright, Mr Mark Cupitt, Mrs Deb Gault and Mr Shane McDonnell for their work on a number of these projects.
These projects are in addition to the general maintenance that is carried out on rooms, grounds and computer systems each
holidays.

e Landscape work has commenced on the southern side of Elvo. This work will continue throughout the term to create an

outside learning space that is adjacent to the Library. This will include water-proof sails for cover.

LIVING WITH TEENAGERS Parenting Tips from Jan Ryan

Kids on the Net

"This is a wake up call for parents to get more involved in their children’s internet lives. But the good news is
that by simply moving the location of the family PC, taking a greater interest in what our kids are doing online
and talking to them about it. we can make an immedjate difference. " Martin Hoffman, former CEO of Ninemsn.

Facts from the 'Online Safety for Teens' survey conducted by NetAlert and Ninemsn:

® 43% of teenage boys have downloaded files that they didn't want their parents to know about.
® 50% of parents believe they always know what sites their children visit.

® 56% of parents thought they had enough information about online safety.

®  More than half of parents claimed that they had better internet knowledge than their children.

® 24% of teens claim that their parents are never around when they are online. 6% of parents claimed that they were never

around when their children were online.
® The older the children, the less likely it is that their parents will join them online.

®  71% of parents believe their children use the internet for research, while only 23% of teens say they research online.

* 55% of all parents claimed that they were checking their children's online behaviour by watching them.

HUMAN SWINE INFLUENZA (H1N1)

There has been significant media coverage about the H1N1 influenza and the following may assist parents if they have concerns as
we commence semester 2. The information used comes from the NSW Department of Health website. Further information
available at http://www.emergency.health.nsw.gov.au/swineflu/families/managing.asp.

The symptoms of H1N1 influenza are similar to seasonal influenza (fever, chills, cough, tiredness, muscle aches, sore throat, or
shortness of breath), and some people have also complained of vomiting and diarrhoea.

Influenza is spread from person-to-person through coughing or sneezing of infected people. Good hygiene practices will assist to
minimise the spread of infection. Instead of excluding people who may have been to an affected area or who have been in contact
with a person with confirmed H1N1 influenza, now any person with symptoms should remain at home until they are well.

There are several effective ways that students, staff and parents can stop the spread of influenza.

Anyone who is sick with influenza symptoms should be advised to stay home until their symptoms are gone.

Cover the nose and mouth with a tissue when coughing or sneezing. Throw the tissue in the garbage bin after use.

Wash hands often with soap and water, especially after coughing or sneezing. Alcohol-based hand cleaners are also

effective.

Avoid touching eyes, nose or mouth. Germs spread that way. If you or your child develops influenza-like illness, seek the

advice of your family doctor as you would with any other illness.

HEALTH ALERT

Please note that a case of head lice has been reported at the College. We ask that all families thoroughly check all family members
to ensure they are head lice free. Students are not permitted who are found to have head lice to return to College until they have
undergone a proven treatment method.

Some things to remember ... Head lice are only found on the human head. They do not live on furniture, hats, bedding, carpet or
anywhere else in the environment. Treating anything other than the human head does not eradicate head lice. Carefully follow the
instructions on the product. The eradication method you chose ALWAYS requires a follow up treatment in seven days to catch
nymphs that have emerged from unhatched eggs. Transmission can be reduced by tying hair back and braiding. Regularly check
your child's hair!!
